5. General Business- 
5.1 AWB for Magnetic Particle Inspection – Final comments 

The following commentary is to be communicated to CASA as final comment on their proposed AWB for magnetic particle inspection.  Action CH
1. The Board recommends that the names of proprietary products not be used in the AWB.

2. The first note in Para 6b should be brought to immediately after the heading to emphasise its importance.
3. Para 6b second dot point “900mm” is wrong. The correct dimension is 15cm – 23cm (6” – 9”)

4. Para 6c ( Use of the magnetic yoke ) a white light meter should be available as well as UV.

5. Appendix A para 3, states a minimum of one minute dark adaption time. Add the words that; 5 minutes adaptation time is recommended.

6. App A para 3 should have a statement at the beginning that when both longitudinal and circular magnetism are to be used on the same part, circular magnetism should be done first.

Also add the following: Note: the use of type II laminated strips does not confirm the adequacy of the magnetic field strength in the part under test. Operators should gauge the magnetic field strength by observing those locations where particle build-up is to be expected, such as keyways, threads and sharp change of section.”

7. Appendix A and B visual inspection second sentence should be replaced with; “The cause of all defect and suspect defect indications is to be determined.”
8. Appendix B – Portable Magnetic Yoke should have a note before the introduction clause stating that “magnetisation using a fixed bench is preferred whenever available.”

5.2- Recognition of Outside Agencies (Training Providers)
After some discussion, it was agreed that for NJ to be recognised as an Outside Agency (training provider) he needs to have his training courses included as recognised training in Procedure NA-020. Action NJ/RQ
